Measles

Another reminder about the current outbreak of Measles. Vaccination UK have
asked to send this message to

parents and carers.

'There has been an outbreak of Measles in the West Midlands.

Vaccination UK have been instructed by NHSE to administer the MMR vaccination to all school aged
children who are outstanding one or both doses. The MMR would have first been given at the age of 1
years-old, and the second dose at 3 years and 4 months.

If your child is outstanding one or both doses of the MMR, please contact Vaccination UK on 01384
431712 to make an appointment. This will be at an alternative venue and NOT at the school.

We are able to administer the MMR to any adult who requires either dose, please check the NHS app, to
see if you are eligible, prior to calling.’
