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· In History we are learning about what a monarch is. We will learn about our current monarch and William the Conqueror. 

· In Geography we are looking at the question what is it like to live by the coast? This will include learning about seas and oceans surrounding the UK, what the coast is and what people do by the coast. 

· In Science we will be learning about plant growth. During this topic, we will recognise what plants need to survive and look at the stages of plant growth.  

· In Art we will be making clay houses.  This will include making a basic pinch pot and impressing objects into the surface to create patterns.
